The last persons on the court at the end of the day’s play are responsible for brushing the 
court. The net should be lowered, then raised off the ground and tied up with the ties provided. 
           This will prolong both the life of the court and the net.
7.
The Club House should be kept clean and tidy. Please treat it as you would your own home. 
           Put refuse in the bins provided. If you’ve used cutlery, dishes or glasses, wash them, dry them, 
           and put them back where you found them.
8.
Be prepared to pay your subscription, match fees, coaching fees immediately they are due. If 
you can’t pay, don’t play.
9.
The bar area is prohibited to any member under the age of 18. Only committee members are 
licensed to serve behind the bar. The displayed bar rules must be strictly adhered to.
10.
A Senior Playing Member is responsible for signing his or her guest into the visitors book, and 
ensuring that the current visitors fee is paid. Failure to this will invalidate the visitors 

           insurance.
